industry integration of Cross-border E-commerce courses. The reform involves adjusting the teach-
ing objectives, content, and assessment methods of the curriculum. The focus of the reform is to
adopt a student-centered approach, leveraging the five core elements of Active Learning Teaching
methods to stimulate students’ learning motivation.
