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Abstract

Since the inclusion of intercultural competence in the national teaching syllabus in 2000, inter-
cultural teaching has become a focal point in English teaching and research at the tertiary level.
Teachers play a crucial role in promoting students’ intercultural competence, so it is vital to inves-
tigate teachers’ beliefs and practices of intercultural teaching. This paper reviews research on the
beliefs and practices of Chinese university English teachers regarding intercultural teaching since
2000, aiming to understand the current status of intercultural teaching in Chinese higher educa-
tion, provide a reference for future intercultural teaching, and find the gap for future research in
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the field.
