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High Schools” clearly states that the basic task of high school ideological and political education is
to cultivate morality and cultivate students. The implementation of the curriculum should be
closely integrated with social practice, and the introduction, discussion, and exploration of topics
should be used to promote changes in teacher teaching methods, leading students to experience
learning activities such as independent thinking and cooperative exploration, in order to cultivate
the core literacy of students in the field of ideological and political education and build activi-
ty-based subject courses.
