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Abstract

After clarifying the importance and urgency of the combination of reading and writing teaching,
this paper deeply discusses the definition and development process of the process-genre approach,
and on the basis of its existing model construction, clarifies the specific teaching steps of read-
ing-to-writing. Finally, based on the reading materials in the junior high school English textbooks,
this paper shows the teaching design of the combination of reading and writing in junior high
school English, and expounds the effective application of the process genre teaching method in the
combination of reading and writing in junior high school English.
