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Abstract

Since the 1960s, Western scholars have begun to explore the influence of affective factors on lan-
guage learning, and one of the most widely recognized theories is Krashen’s “Affective Filter Hy-
pothesis”. The hypothesis believes that affective factors are like filters for students’ learning,
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which has an important influence on students’ language learning. Nowadays, vocabulary teaching
at the senior high school emphasizes memorization rather than application, lacks cultural back-
ground knowledge, and has a single method of memorization, which leads to the decline of stu-
dents’ learning interests. In the face of this dilemma, this paper discusses the teaching methods of
English vocabulary based on the guidance of Krashen’s “Affective Filter Hypothesis” and cites a
large number of examples for elaboration, hoping to inspire teachers’ English vocabulary teaching
practice in the future.
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
