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Abstract

The “Happy Reading Bar” column is a prominent feature of the unified primary school Chinese
textbooks, serving as both an important vehicle for implementing “whole-book reading” and a
means of closely integrating whole-book reading with Chinese language classrooms. To fulfill the
requirements of the new curriculum standards, grasp the context of textbook compilation, and op-
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timize the implementation path of reading instruction, this paper analyzes the whole-book read-
ing instruction objectives proposed in the new curriculum standards, dissects the intention of
textbook organization, and proposes practical and feasible whole-book reading instruction strat-
egies using the recommended book “Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland” from the “Happy Reading
Bar” in the second volume of grade six as an example.
