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Abstract

Picture book is an independent form of books, different from the generalized picture book, the
text plays a role in guiding or suggesting. With the rapid growth of picture books, their values of
education have been recognized by Chinese and foreign scholars and parents, and are widely used
in kindergartens by early childhood teachers. However, early childhood teachers ignore the train-
ing of children’s social communication ability in practical teaching activities. There are many mi-
sunderstandings in using picture book reading to develop children’s social communication ability.
Based on this, this paper discusses the role of picture book reading in children’s social communica-
tion ability.
