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Abstract

With the advancement of the college entrance examination reform, the trend of the integration of
reading and writing has become increasingly prominent. For example, the new high school en-
trance examination has added the question type of “continue to write after reading or brief writ-
ing”, which reflects higher expectations for students’ English writing ability. The purpose of this pa-
per is to explore the practical application effect of the reading-to-writing teaching mode based on
the text cohesion theory in senior high school English writing teaching, to deeply analyze the core
position of the text cohesion theory in English writing, and to explore the far-reaching impact of
the reading-to-writing teaching mode on students’ writing skills and the quality of their works.
Through the research, we find that this mode of reading promoting writing based on the theory of
discourse cohesion has achieved remarkable results in improving students’ writing ability and
writing quality, and has played a positive role in promoting the teaching of English writing in se-
nior high school. This study not only has important theoretical guiding significance for optimizing
the teaching method of English writing in high school, but also has practical significance for im-
proving students’ writing skills.
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
