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Abstract
Since the 2018 National Education Conference, China’s education has placed greater emphasis on
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cultivating morality and nurturing talents. Moral education, as the most closely related education-
al content in school education, is closely related to the development of students’ thoughts, morals,
and qualities. However, with the continuous deepening of the application of “Internet + education”,
moral education in rural areas is facing new difficulties, which is not conducive to the overall de-
velopment of rural students. This paper first analyzes the importance of moral education to rural
middle schools, and then affirms that the Internet has promoted the development of moral educa-
tion. At the same time, it points out that the Internet has posed new challenges to the moral educa-
tion work of rural middle schools, and finally puts forward corresponding moral education imple-
mentation strategies, hoping to provide reference for the moral education work and management
of rural middle schools.
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
