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Abstract

English is an important communication tool for international exchange and cooperation, and
the compulsory English curriculum embodies the unity of instrumental and humanistic. The core
quality of English curriculum includes language ability, cultural awareness, quality of thinking
and learning ability, among which cultural awareness reflects the value orientation of the core
quality, that is, English discipline should cultivate students’ cultural awareness and develop
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cross-cultural communication ability. Course material is an important resource for teaching.
The analysis of course material is the prerequisite and basis for teachers to teach well, and also
the key to students to learn well. This paper mainly analyzes junior high school English textbooks
published by People’s Education Press by text analysis. After analysis, it is found that the proportion
of teaching materials involved in culture and the proportion of content distribution are unbalanced.
As teachers, we should first improve our intercultural communication ability, then fully develop
teaching materials, supplement corresponding learning resources, flexibly handle the cultural
content in teaching materials, and consciously cultivate students’ intercultural communication
ability.
