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Abstract

“Three realms of poetry” is a poetic aesthetics viewpoint put forward by Wang Changling, a famous
poet in Tang Dynasty, in his poem “Shi Ge”. The “three realms of poetry” mainly refers to three
realms: physical, situation and artistic conception. His view of “three Realms of poetry” had a pro-
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found influence on the creation and development of poetry in later generations. In the teaching of
ancient poetry in middle school, the theory of “three realms of poetry” can achieve good teaching
results. This paper tries to discuss the role of “three realms of poetry” in the teaching of ancient
poetry in middle schools by taking Stopping at Beigu Mountain by Wang Wan as a case study.
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
