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Abstract

Thanks to the development of objective network technology and the growth of subjective know-
ledge demand, “knowledge network celebrity” has gradually appeared in the public’s field of vi-
sion, which has increasingly affected young students’ thinking cognition, emotional attitude and
behavior choice. This article cuts into the theme from the appearance and characteristics of “know-
ledge web celebrity”, and explores the positive impact and negative concerns of “knowledge web
celebrity” on strengthening the construction of ideological and political courses, aiming to pru-
dently draw on its useful experience to strengthen the construction of ideological and political
education theory courses. Rational view of its dual impact on strengthening the construction of
ideological and political courses, on the one hand, we must adhere to the guiding position of
Marxist thought, attach importance to the development of double subjects in the same direction,
and promote the creation of high-quality content; on the other hand, it is necessary to overcome
its information redundancy, “pan-entertainment” tendency and commercialization characteristics,
and pay attention to creating a rational cyberspace.
