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Abstract

In the context of promoting the integration of ideological and political education in primary and
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secondary schools, the importance of ideological and political education in middle school curricu-
lum has become more and more prominent. It is not only a key way to cultivate morality, but also
an important starting point for cultivating correct values and coping with complex social chal-
lenges. Taking Guang’an Middle School as an example, this paper uses questionnaire survey me-
thod and interview method to explore the problems and strategies of the implementation of ide-
ology and politics in high school Chinese curriculum. The results show that the implementation of
ideological and political education in high school Chinese courses faces challenges such as rigid
integration of ideological and political elements, single methods, and insufficient student partici-
pation. In view of these problems, it is suggested to strengthen the construction of teachers, inno-
vate teaching methods, improve the evaluation system, promote the organic integration of ideo-
logical and political education and language education, and promote the effective implementation
of curriculum ideological and political education.
