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Abstract

This paper focuses on the short videos created by three foreigners in China, summarizes the cha-
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racteristics of short videos produced by foreigners in China, analyzes their advantages in cultural
instruction based on The Framework of Reference for Chinese Culture and Society in International
Chinese Language Education, “bridging community” theory and “the other” theory, and summariz-
es the types of short videos that can be used for cultural instruction while providing correspond-
ing teaching methods. Teachers should bring the auxiliary effect of short videos produced by fo-
reigners in China into full play, and carry out practical teaching activities in a reasonable manner
to develop students’ intercultural communicative competence, thereby achieving optimization of
teaching contents and teaching modes.
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
