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Abstract

The New Curriculum Standard points out that teachers should promote the design and implementa-
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tion of “Teaching-Learning-Assessment” integration in English teaching and insist on the use of as-
sessment to promote learning and teaching. The establishment of the system about “Teaching-
Learning-Assessment” integration can promote the organic combination of teaching, learning and
evaluation, thus improving teachers’ teaching effect and students’ learning efficiency.
