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Abstract

Classroom questioning is an effective means of teaching for teachers, which can reflect whether
students have mastered the knowledge learned in class and is also a way for teachers to evaluate
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students. Classroom questioning is crucial for the quality of education and teaching, teacher pro-
fessional development, and student academic performance. The quality of classroom questioning
is an effective reflection of teacher teaching strategies. This article introduces the definition of
classroom questioning and, based on Bloom’s taxonomy of educational objectives, explores the
questioning patterns of middle school English teachers in reading classes through observation of
middle school English reading classes. Based on the current situation, it provides real and feasible
strategies and suggestions for effective questioning by middle school English teachers in reading
classes.
