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Abstract

The grass-roots Party branches in higher vocational colleges are important bridges for thoroughly
implementing the idea of “educating people for the Party and cultivating talents for the country”.
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The “Double High Plan” should not only be reflected in the construction and characteristics of ma-
jors, but also in the construction of connotations and the effectiveness of education. By imple-
