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Abstract

Under the trend of international development, teaching methods and teaching content have kept
pace with the times, and bilingual teaching has become a major feature of higher education teach-
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ing. The main theme of education reform and development is to accelerate the modernization of
education, build an educational power, and provide education that satisfies the people. Therefore,
this study takes the insurance English course as an example to explore the reform and practice of
the “OBE” concept in bilingual teaching from aspects such as teaching content, teaching mode, and
teaching assessment.
