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Abstract

In June 2023, the Ministry of Education announced the list of national higher education institu-
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tions. As of June 15, 2023, there were a total of 3072 higher education institutions in China, in-
cluding 1545 higher vocational colleges with a total enrollment of 5.3898 million students. It can
be seen that vocational colleges occupy a very important proportion in China’s higher education.
With the implementation of the principle of governing the country according to law, the require-
ments put forward by the state in terms of the basic qualities of citizens are more stringent than
before. As an important component of the basic qualities of citizens, legal education has also re-
ceived unprecedented attention. On the one hand, students in vocational colleges account for a large
proportion in higher education. On the other hand, as builders and successors of socialism, students
in vocational colleges shoulder important tasks. Therefore, the issue of legal education for vocation-
al college students is particularly important. However, in our country, due to various issues such as
student sources, there have been various unresolved issues in the legal education of vocational col-
lege students, leading to a lack of legal awareness among students during their school years and
even after graduation. In order to have a more accurate understanding of the current situation of
legal education in vocational colleges, this article takes five vocational colleges in Lanzhou Vocation-
al Education Park as the survey objects, and attempts to use individual cases as examples to identify
common problems in vocational colleges and analyze the reasons based on this. Based on the
analysis results, it also attempts to find some solutions.
