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Abstract

This study uses the questionnaire and English vocabulary test method and uses SPSS25.0 to ana-
lyze the results of 76 questionnaires and English vocabulary test papers, which aims to study the
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situation of English vocabulary learning strategies of junior high school students. The results
manifest that students’ overall English learning performance is average; the use of vocabulary
learning strategies is in the medium level; students use their resources, cognitive, and memory
strategies more frequently; students’ regulation and active strategies are low frequency; the use of
vocabulary learning strategies did not show significant gender differences; English vocabulary
learning strategies have a significant impact on vocabulary learning results. Based on this, this
study puts forward some suggestions for junior high school students’ in English vocabulary learn-
ing and teaching.
