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Abstract

With the deepening reform of New College Entrance Examination, English reading comprehension
are important component of the college entrance examination English, and the proposition direc-
tion and examination focus are also constantly changing. The new college entrance examination
English reading comprehension not only test students’ language abilities, but also focus on exam-
ining their thinking qualities. This paper aims to analyze the topic discourse and thinking difficul-
ty of the English reading comprehension of the three sets of National College entrance examina-
tion in 2024 based on text and statistical analysis, and classify their topic Settings according to
thinking test points, and exploring the assessment of thinking quality in it. The results show that
the examination of analytical and reasoning abilities is prominent and increasing in the three sets
of questions, and involves testing the ability to generalize, then some relevant teaching strategies
are proposed based on the research results.
