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Abstract

With the rapid reform and development of education, the new situation endows school enterprise
cooperation with new characteristics. The state encourages and emphasizes the positive interac-
tion between party building and business, providing important support for the complementary
advantages of schools and enterprises. As a platform for education, private universities need to
undertake the important mission of cultivating qualified builders of the socialist cause together
with other public universities. This article starts from the main problems existing between grass-
