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Abstract

The interactive reading combines top-down and bottom-up teaching modes, but it is not a simple
addition, but the use of a variety of factors contained in the two affect each other and work to-
gether. “Five out of seven” is a type of reading comprehension questions in English. Seven com-
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plete sentences are used as an option. Students are required to choose five sentences from the
seven options to fill in the corresponding spaces correctly, so that the whole article is complete
and smooth.

At the same time, it pays more attention
to students’ subjectivity and improves students’ four basic skills of listening, reading, speaking
and writing.
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
