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Abstract

With the continuous transformation and upgrading of the social economy and the popularization
and development of higher education, the employment problem of college students has received
increasing attention. At present, there is still a large gap between the goals and effects of talent cul-
tivation in colleges and universities and the social demand for technical talents. As a new force
emerging in the reform and development of higher education in China, applied universities
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undertake the important function of cultivating application-oriented talents for the society. How-
ever, due to the short time of the construction of applied universities, there are still some traditional
and conservative educational concepts and thinking inertia in the cultivation of students’ employa-
bility that need to be reversed. Through the analysis of the current situation of the cultivation of
employability of college students in applied universities, this paper sorts out the contemporary de-
mands for the improvement of the employability of college students, and further explores the real-
istic paths for applied universities to enhance the professional quality and vocational ability of col-
lege students.
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
