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Abstract

The General Senior High School English Curriculum Standards (2017 Edition, 2020 Revised) at-
taches great importance to improving students’ core competencies by taking the subject big con-
cepts as the core. Modern English teaching advocates the concept of large-unit teaching, and the
creation of appropriate situations is the basic guarantee for the implementation of large-unit teach-
ing. In view of the problems found in the investigation and actual teaching, this paper, with the help
of a series of concrete teaching cases, deeply explores the pathways of senior high school English
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situational teaching from the perspective of large units: Achieve the unity of unit situations based
on the unit theme; Create inquiry questions to stimulate situational thinking; Reflect the authentic-
ity of life situations based on the reality of life; Encourage social practice and reflect the participa-
tory nature of social situations; Make good use of teaching resources to empower the diversity of
situational teaching. The purpose of this paper is to provide ideas for senior high school English
teachers to carry out large-unit situational teaching, and to help them explore and practice the cre-
ation of situations more effectively in teaching.
