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Abstract

Collaborative education between home and school is an important educational concept in middle
school ideological and political courses, emphasizing the close cooperation between home and
school to jointly undertake the responsibility of cultivating students. The close integration of family
education and school education is regarded as an efficient educational paradigm, emphasizing deep
cooperation between home and school to jointly promote the comprehensive development of chil-
dren. In this collaborative education model, home and school each leverage their strengths to form
a strong educational force, which helps cultivate a new generation of healthy, happy, and responsi-
ble teenagers. This paper explores the importance, necessity, existing problems, and path analysis of
home and school collaborative education in middle school ideological and political courses. The arti-
cle first elaborates on the meaning of home and school collaborative education, which refers to the
joint efforts and organic combination of school education and family education in cultivating students’
ideological and political qualities, legal awareness, and moral qualities. Furthermore, the article ar-
gues for the importance and necessity of collaborative education between families and schools, em-
phasizing its contribution to students’ comprehensive development, reducing the burden on educa-
tional subjects, enhancing educational effectiveness, and helping students firmly believe in socialist
core values. The article points out the problems in the current process of home school collaborative
education in ideological and political courses in middle schools, mainly including the lack of inno-
vation in educational methods and the imperfect mechanism of home school collaboration. Finally,
the article proposes a path for collaborative education between home and school, including estab-
lishing a mechanism for information sharing between schools and families, clarifying the responsi-
bilities of families and schools, and innovating educational methods to enhance the attractiveness
of ideological and political education.
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
