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Abstract

Pestalozzi is a pioneer in the history of Western education and his ideas have had a great influence
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on our country. Among other things, he was the first to put into practice the idea of integrating ed-
ucation and productive labour. The idea of combining education and labour, which he first advo-
cated, opened up a new path for the dilemmas faced by countries all over the world in promoting
the practice of labour education. Pestalozzi in his book “Linhard and Gertrude” believes that the aim
of education is to cultivate a comprehensive and harmonious development of human beings and
that labour education is an important part of achieving this aim. Labour education is not only effec-
tive in exercising children’s body organs, but also in improving their self-care ability in daily life,
handicrafts and various practical abilities, and it also ensures that they achieve a comprehensive
and balanced development in terms of morality, intelligence and physical fitness. Studying Pesta-
lozzi’s thought on labour education and linking it to primary and secondary school labour education
can provide useful reference and guidance for China to comprehensively strengthen primary and
secondary school labour education in the new era.
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
