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Abstract

KWLS model is based on the students’ existing experience and knowledge, in order to meet the
learning needs of students as a starting point. Among them, K represents known, W represents
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wanted, L represents new knowledge, and S represents summary and sharing. This paper attempts
to combine multimodality with KWLS teaching mode and carry out reading teaching design. It uses
pictures, video, audio and other senses, and cooperates with KWLS reading teaching mode. It takes
students as the main body, pays attention to students’ personality characteristics, and uses diversi-
fied teaching resources in order to meet students’ personalized needs and improve students’ think-
ing quality and comprehensive pragmatic ability.
