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Abstract

In the course of children’s growth, family education serves as the cornerstone for building their
cognition, character, and moral values. Parents are the ones laying this cornerstone, and their par-
enting methods determine the direction of children’s growth. This paper focuses on the parenting
methods of parents in the family education of preschool children and deeply explores the inspira-
tion provided by the family education wisdom contained in Emile.
