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Abstract

Writing is an important way for English language learners to express their feelings and convey
their ideas, and writing occupies a very important position in middle school English teaching.
However, middle school students are most likely to have grammar problems in writing. The pur-
pose of this paper is to analyze lexical errors under grammatical problems in English writing. The
population selected for this study was a class of students in the grade nine of a middle school in
Wanzhou, Chongqing. This paper adopts the text analysis method to analyze the common types of
lexical errors made by students in English writing, and puts forward relevant opinions in response
to them, with a view to providing some references for the teaching of English writing in junior high
schools.
