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Abstract

In response to the new direction of English teaching proposed by the English Curriculum Standards
for Compulsory Education (2022 edition), this study discusses the application of the teaching mode of
group reading in English teaching in junior middle school. The new curriculum standard emphasizes
the importance of themes and discourse, and requires students to read more than 150,000 words out-
side class in junior middle school. In order to meet this requirement, the traditional reading teaching
methods are in urgent need of innovation. By integrating different texts, group reading promotes stu-
dents to master language knowledge and improves the flexibility and accuracy of language use. Taking
unit 1 of Go for It English Grade 8 as an example, a group reading class is designed to stimulate stu-
dents’ interest in learning, cultivate critical thinking, and provide teachers with specific teaching strate-
gies. The results show that group text reading teaching can effectively improve students’ English reading
comprehension ability, critical thinking and cross-cultural communication skills, and provide support
for teachers to design more effective teaching activities.
