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Abstract

Currently, rural study tours are gaining increasing attention under policy support, and the educa-
tional perspective of “Five-Education Integration” provides new opportunities for the in-depth devel-
opment of study tours. Taking Chuanzhong Village in Zhouning County, Ningde City as an example, this
paper analyzes the possibility of achieving five-education integration in rural study courses. Guided
by this approach, it effectively integrates the natural and cultural resources of rural areas, explores
the design and implementation processes of rural study courses, and proposes new approaches for
training rural study instructors. The aim is to present a replicable and practical development model
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for study courses, establishing a new benchmark for rural study tours.
