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Abstract

This thesis is based on the social constructivism theory, concentrating on the influence of situational
teaching on the interaction patterns in English classrooms. Through the literature research method,
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relevant theoretical concepts are sorted out to analyze the current situation of English classroom
interactions. The study indicates that situational teaching, which is student-centered and emphasizes
practical experience, is closely associated with the interaction mode in English classrooms. It has a
positive impact on English teaching in aspects such as enhancing the classroom learning atmosphere,
promoting students’ centered position, and facilitating in-depth interactions between teachers and
students as well as among students. Moreover, it can effectively improve students’ thinking abilities,
language proficiencies, and cross-cultural communication awareness. Based on these findings, in Eng-
lish teaching we should draw on the concept of situational teaching. Meanwhile, teachers should
strengthen their ability to create teaching scenarios, optimize the design of teaching activities, enhance
their professional qualities, and utilize new Al technologies to establish a scientific evaluation system,
thereby promoting the long-term development of English teaching.
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
