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Abstract

Grammar teaching is an important part of middle school English teaching, which serves to cultivate
students’ comprehensive language skills. How to teach English grammar effectively is what we need
to think about. This study tries to apply the concept-based approach to middle school English gram-
mar teaching, so as to promote students to have a deep understanding of grammar concepts and
finally master grammar knowledge. This study conducted teaching experiments according to the
five stages of concept-based teaching method: interpretation, materialization, communicative ac-
tivities, verbalization and internalization, aiming to explore two aspects: the effect of concept-based
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teaching method in middle school English grammar teaching and the response from students to
concept-based teaching method.
