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Abstract

In the process of English learning, listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills complement and
enhance each other. Therefore, English listening skills are quite important in the learning process.
Many students feel that their ears are not sharp enough, making it hard for them to speak out. The
listening level of students is directly related to their ability to express themselves, and it affects how
smoothly they can communicate with others and whether they can understand the meanings ex-
pressed by others. Nowadays, however, most middle school English teachers do not pay enough
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attention to the listening level of students, who also do not receive systematic listening practice,
leading to relatively poor English listening skills among them. This article explores the factors af-
fecting students’ English listening and discusses relevant solutions aimed at improving students’
listening levels and, consequently, their overall English proficiency. For the skills of listening,
speaking, reading, and writing, as teachers, it is important to give equal importance to teaching
these skills; as students, they should complement these skills to promote their own development in
learning.
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
