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Abstract

With the rapid development of the Internet, the influence of network subculture on teenagers has
deepened increasingly. Among them, short videos, characterized by rich content and rapid dissem-
ination, are deeply loved by young people and continuously shape their ideological cognition and
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value concepts. College students are in a critical period of forming their outlook on life, worldview,
and values, making them vulnerable to the impact of negative network subcultures. Based on a lit-
erature review, this study analyzes the characteristics of short videos from the perspective of net-
work subculture and their impacts on college students. Meanwhile, through practical exploration,
it proposes specific methods for integrating short videos into college students’ ideological and po-
litical education.
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
