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Abstract

With the continuous advancement of the internationalization process in Chinese higher education
institutions, the number of international students has been steadily increasing. Enhancing the qual-
ity of their academic performance and improving completion rates has become a critical issue in
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higher education management. As a key mechanism to ensure academic success, the academic
early warning system still faces practical challenges, such as low adaptability to international stu-
dent needs and limited effectiveness of early intervention measures. This paper focuses on the
institutional gaps in the academic early warning system for international students and proposes
a series of optimization strategies. The aim is to provide practical recommendations for univer-
sities to build a scientific, efficient, and precise academic early warning system for international
students, thereby contributing to the continuous improvement of international education quality
in China, promoting the internationalization of university education, and assisting in building the
“Study in China” brand.
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
