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Abstract

The comprehensive reform of the “one-stop” student community governance model in higher edu-
cation institutions serves as a crucial vehicle for implementing the “three-wide education” ap-
proach (whole-staff, whole-process, and all-round education), while representing a significant ini-
tiative to innovate ideological and political education and establish a new collaborative education
framework. Drawing upon the governance philosophy of the new-era “Fengqiao Experience”, this
study examines the innovative pathways for constructing a student community governance consor-
tium under Party-building leadership, using Hubei University of Medicine’s “one-stop” student com-
munity initiative as a case study. Through establishing a tripartite governance model encompassing
“ideological guidance, organizational coordination, and cultural immersion”, the research facili-
tates the pervasive integration of ideological and political education, the targeted delivery of ad-
ministrative services, and the systematic consolidation of educational resources, thereby achieving
profound convergence between community governance and the educational system. Employing
document analysis, case study methods, and empirical research, the study systematically investi-
gates the operational mechanisms and practical effectiveness of the governance consortium. The
findings demonstrate that this model has markedly enhanced governance efficacy within student
communities, cultivating a constructive governance ecosystem characterized by “joint contribution,
collaborative governance, and shared benefits”. These outcomes provide a transferable paradigm
for innovating ideological and political education and fostering talent development in the new era
of higher education.
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
