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Abstract

This paper takes the “education for national salvation” thought of Lu Zuofu, a patriotic educator in
modern times, as the research object and explores the integration path with the construction of
ideological and political courses in the new era. The article first sorts out the main content and de-
velopment process of Lu Zuofu’s educational thought, that is, from advocating the establishment of
education to the combination of education and industry, it can be known that the core of his educa-
tional thought is “industry for national salvation”. Then, it proposes three innovative paths for the
integration of his educational thought and the construction of ideological and political courses in
the new era: First, in practical education, draw on Lu Zuofu’s collaborative experience of “industry
+ education” to design research, volunteer service and study projects with the theme of rural revi-
talization; second, in the field of vocational education, integrate the ethical core of “people’s liveli-
hood spirit” to achieve the organic unity of skills education and value guidance; third, reconstruct
the standards for cultivating teachers in the new era based on Lu Zuofu’s concept of “teacher ethics
first”, and cultivate “great teachers” with both professional ability and social responsibility through
implicit educational carriers such as teacher ethics training and the creation of campus cultural
landscapes. The research shows that Lu Zuofu’s educational thought provides localized resources
for the construction of ideological and political courses in the new era and has important implica-
tions for the construction of characteristic ideological and political course systems in local univer-
sities.
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
