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Abstract

English reading comprehension plays an important role in junior middle school students’ English
learning. The Compulsory Education English Curriculum Standards (2022 edition) also clearly men-
tions that attention should be paid to the cultivation of students’ English reading ability and reading
habits, so as to improve students’ core quality of English subjects and promote students’ lifelong
learning. However, at present, most English teachers still adopt the traditional teaching mode in
reading class. And students’ understanding and learning of knowledge only stay on the surface,
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which is difficult to cultivate students’ higher-order thinking ability. Therefore, this paper explores
the strategies of junior high school English reading teaching from the perspective of deep learning,
in order to explore effective ways to improve junior high school English reading teaching and culti-
vate students’ subject core literacy.
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
