ideological and political education requires integrating ideological and political content into non-
ideological and political courses. As a cradle for nurturing talents, universities have become a cru-
cial component in advancing ecological civilization. Therefore, in daily teaching practices, higher
education institutions should standardize, sustain, and systematize the cultivation of students’
ecological literacy. College English textbooks serve as an important carrier for constructing the
national image, and ecological discourse analysis is a key approach to exploring the construction of
ecologized China’s image. Based on the framework of ecological discourse analysis, this study elab-
orates the ecological literacy representation and discursive features in the texts from New Hori-
zon College English (Fourth Edition) Reading and Writing Course (Book 4). The findings reveal that
the textbooks differentiated ideological and political elements tailored to different themes. College
English textbook discourse, as a carrier of values, vividly demonstrates the value concepts and be-
havioral norms of different ethnic groups. It includes substantial content on ecological behavioral
literacy and ecological knowledge literacy, along with some elements of ecological ethical literacy
and ecological emotional literacy. Based on these findings, this study provides insights for imple-
menting ecological curriculum-based ideological and political education in English language teach-
ing.
