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Under the background of ideological and political education in courses, integrating local red culture
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into college English teaching has become a key path to implement moral education and talent culti-
vation. This article takes the “Red Bridges” such as Luding Bridge in Sichuan Province and Nujiang
Bridge on the Sichuan-Tibet Line as the entry point. By comparing the Brooklyn Bridge case in the
textbook, it explores the integration mechanism of local red cultural resources and English courses.
Research shows that the three-dimensional path with “cultural contrast” as the methodology, “his-
tory around us” as the emotional bond, and “interdisciplinary practice” as the carrier can effectively
solve problems such as the rigid implantation of ideological and political elements and insufficient
students’ sense of identity, providing a reusable “Sichuan model” for ideological and political edu-
cation in English courses in local colleges and universities.
