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Abstract

With the deepening of the curriculum reform, cultivating students’ core competencies has become
a pivotal focus in education. The Compulsory Education English Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition)
advocates integrated unit instruction as a means to advance the goal of fostering core competencies.
However, current practices in junior high school English unit design and implementation face chal-
lenges such as ill-defined thematic significance, superficial text analysis, and fragmented learning
activities lacking coherence and integrity. To address these critical issues, this study leverages deep
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learning principles to explore how integrated unit instruction can be optimized through evidence-
based junior high school English unit design.
