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Abstract

The “Compulsory Education Curriculum Program (2022 Edition)” emphasizes “deepening teaching
reform, promoting integrated learning, and exploring comprehensive teaching activities such as
large unit teaching.” Primary school Chinese large unit teaching, as a new teaching method, is an
effective way to implement the core literacy of primary school Chinese. This article takes core com-
petencies as the starting point and provides an overview of the connotation and significance of the
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big unit teaching method. Through a preliminary of the current situation of big unit teaching in ele-
mentary Chinese, it was found that there are issues such as vague teaching objectives, traditional
teaching thinking, neglect of unit connectivity, and unreasonable evaluation. Based on these prob-
lems, improvement strategies such as refining unit themes, setlearning tasks, creating realistic sce-
narios, and conducting teaching evaluations are proposed around core competencies.
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
