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Abstract

Focusing on the issues of emotional education and cultural identity deficiency among left-behind
children during the “Three Rural Issues” volunteer teaching activities, this study explores practical
approaches to transform local cultural resources (Weishan Lake culture) into educational vehicles.
Taking a university’s “Three Rural Issues” volunteer teaching team as a case study, it employs various
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innovative forms of interactive activities to achieve the threefold objectives of ideological guidance,
emotional companionship, and cultural confidence cultivation for left-behind children, thereby
providing a replicable model for educational support in rural revitalization.
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
