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Abstract

Standardized academic management is a vital part of teaching work in private universities. In the
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era of big data, its current state is inevitably affected. Research shows that private universities face
several challenges in academic management, including an outdated operation mode, unclear divi-
sion of labor among staff, lack of information literacy, lack of standardization, lack of guidance and
systematic training for staff, cuambersome processes in secondary college academic management,
and significant impact from international cooperative education programs. This paper proposes
ideas for enhancing academic management efficiency in the big data era, especially the concept
of “information-based management”, to promote the development of private universities. Sugges-
tions include creating a WeChat public platform for academic management and developing and us-
ing a “Smart Campus” APP to improve staff efficiency and ensure better academic management in sec-
ondary colleges of private universities in the big data context.
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
