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Abstract

With the continuous deepening of the reform of higher medical education, there are problems in
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the ideological and political education of medical college students, such as inadequate understanding,
unsmooth system, uncoordinated teams, and insufficient guarantees. Based on the perspective of
synergetics, this article explores the optimization path of the ideological and political education of
medical college students from five aspects: idea guidance, team coordination, system optimization,
resource integration, and platform sharing. Specifically: guiding the concept, insisting on the tran-
sition from “ideological and political courses” to “curriculum ideological and political”; team collab-
oration, giving full play to the staff education function of medical colleges and universities; system
optimization: focusing on the combination of macro and micro, meso and micro; Integration to build
a synergy of school, family, and society; platform sharing: integration of teaching and management
service information platforms.
