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Abstract

“Curriculum-based ideological and political education” refers to an educational concept that takes
“fostering virtue through education” as its fundamental task, promotes the simultaneous develop-
ment of various types of courses and ideological and political theory courses to generate a syner-
gistic effect, and constructs a pattern of “all-round, whole-process, and all-staff education”. With its
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unique aesthetic emotions, imagery expression, and formal beauty, music inherently possesses the
educational potential to shape the soul and cultivate character. The key to integrating the concept
of curriculum-based ideological and political education into junior high school music teaching lies
in exploring how to, through the inherent laws and charm of music art, while improving students’
musical literacy and aesthetic ability, imperceptibly guide them to form positive emotional atti-
tudes, a sense of social responsibility, and understanding and respect for multiculturalism. Studies
have found that such integration can effectively promote the development of students’ cultural
identity and social emotions. However, in practical research, there are problems such as insufficient
development of ideological and political resources and superficial integration methods. Based on
this, this paper proposes teaching strategies such as exploring ideological and political elements in
teaching materials, enriching teaching means and methods, and expanding the educational ap-
proaches of curriculum-based ideological and political education in music courses.
