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Abstract

This study examines engineering students from Xinjiang enrolled in Chinese higher vocational col-
leges, proposing a “Self-Awareness - Opportunity Exploration - Goal Commitment” educational
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framework. Through a matrix of seven specialized instructional modules, we construct an integrated
“Great Ideological-Political Education+” career development model, encompassing: (1) self-cognition,
(2) value orientation, (3) competency enhancement, (4) resource integration, and (5) adaptive growth.
The research findings demonstrate a profound integration of theoretical, practical, and axiological
logic in career planning education for Xinjiang vocational students, and explore career planning edu-
cation pathways suitable for student groups with cross-cultural backgrounds.
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
