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Abstract

Safety education is a crucial component of primary and secondary education. It not only concerns stu-
dents’ physical health and life safety, but also involves the cultivation of their psychological develop-
ment and self-protection awareness during growth. Families and schools are key settings where pri-
mary and middle school students live and learn. By fully leveraging the advantages of educational re-
sources in families and schools, and exploring approaches and methods to expand safety education cur-
riculum resources, we can effectively improve the quality of safety education in primary and secondary
schools and enhance students’ safety awareness and capabilities.
